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Chinese Puzzle Game
AGES:
Mid elementary +

GOAL:
To have fun while increasing communication skills and problem solving.

MATERIALS/SUPPLIES:
None.

DESCRIPTION:
One player is “it.”  She turns her back to the group.  The other players form a chain by clasping hands with the player in front and behind.  The leader then leads the chain in and out under the hands into any position possible without dropping hands.  “It” is called to untangle the chain without breaking the links.  The chain cannot tell her how they arranged the puzzle.  Switch roles and play again.

METAPHOR/STORY:
Create your own.

What was challenging/fun/easy?  Talk about experiences.
