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Glory Story
DESCRIPTION:  form groups of one to six players. Separate the groups so they can’t hear each other. Give each group paper and pens or pencils. Pair up two groups and have each one write down the names of everyone in the other. Then ask each group to write a story that includes all of the members of the other group and have their characters possess the positive traits, strengths, and assets of that person. Then the groups read their stories to all groups. 

GOAL: To increase self-esteem. To promote self-discovery. To develop creative thinking.

VARIATIONS: Have each person write a story about themselves and add other members of their families, friends, or group members as the other characters.
PROCESSING CONSIDERATIONS: Were you surprised by any of the attributes that the others gave to your character? What other positive traits do you or others have that could have been used? How do you use your strong points to improve your life and make it what you want it to be?
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
