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Cooperative Musical Chairs

DESCRIPTION:
The object is to keep everyone in the game even though chairs are systematically removed.  As is the competitive version, music is played, and more and more chairs are removed each time the music stops.  In this game, though, more and more children have to team up together, sitting on parts of chairs or on each other to keep everyone in the game.  In the end, everyone is delicately perched on one chair.

GOAL:
To work together on a traditional game without the traditional disappointment of non-winning children.

MATERIALS/SUPPLIES:
Enough chairs for every person playing, music and something that plays it.

METAPHOR/STORY: None.

AGE:
5 years +

PROCESSING CONSIDERATIONS:
Talk about how competition sometimes makes people act mean, even towards their friends.  Think about hurtful things that were said/heard during a competitive sport recently.  Discuss how the group might respond in the next competitive environment they are in.
