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Creative Coloring
DESCRIPTION: Give each member of the group a different colored marker, crayon, or colored pencil and inform them that this will be the only color they can use for the project. The group must now create a picture using all the colors. No trading or sharing. For example, a tree would require one person to create the trunk and another person to create the leaves.

GOAL: To promote teamwork. To promote cooperation and develop communication skills.

VARIATIONS: Provide a theme.

PROCESSING: Was this a difficult task of the group? Why or why not? Is everyone happy with the created drawing? Why or why not? Is it easier to do it by yourself or with others? Why is it important to be able to work with others in a group?
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
