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Girl Scout Baseball
AGES:
Elementary +

GOAL:
Learn material while having fun and being active.

MATERIALS/SUPPLIES:
A set of numbered question, each question written on a separate slip of paper.  A list of correct answers for you, the umpire.  A hat.

METAPHOR/STORY:
Baseball is an American tradition.  Encourage participants to get into the game by cheering on their team members.  Good sportsmanship is a must.

DESCRIPTION:
Four bases and a pitcher’s box are marked out.  The group is divided into two teams.  The game is played like base ball except that instead of throwing a ball, the pitcher draws a question from a hat and “throws” it to the player at bat.  If the batter is unable to answer, she may ask the pitcher the same question.  If the pitcher fails, the batter takes her base on balls.  (No strikes allowed.)  If the batter answers correctly, she runs to first base.  If she does no know the correct answer and the pitcher does, the batter is out.  If a second batter answers correctly, the first batter runs to second base.  After a question is “thrown,” the umpire counts ten.  Any member of the opposing team may “catch” the ball by answering correctly – after the batter has had her chance.  Three “outs” retires the side.  Each player who reaches home scores one run.

PROCESSING CONSIDERATIONS:
Talk about experiences.  More stressful/less stressful than taking a test?
