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Jenga( Jive

DESCRIPTION:
Using the Jenga ( game, invite a small group of student to play the game as the directions indicate.  However, before students’s turn, ask them to compliment another student by stating something they like about the student, something the student does well in class, or something helpful the student did for the speaking student.  Play continues until the block fall.
GOAL:
To teach students to make affirming comments to each other and work together.

MATERIALS/SUPPLIES:
Jenga ( (available in toy stores)

METAPHOR/STORY: None.

AGE:
1st-5th grade – This game is appropriate for ADHD children to encourage self-control and concentration, also aggressive children to encourage cooperation, or gossiping children to encourage them to talk positively

PROCESSING CONSIDERATIONS:
Center the discussion on working together to make others feel special or good about themselves.  Just like the Jenga ( blocks must maintain a delicate balance to continue standing, so friendships require good care to maintain a positive balance.
