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Pass the Fox (an English game)
AGES:
3-4 years +

GOAL:
A fun way to do introductions.

MATERIALS/SUPPLIES:
An article representing the fox.

METAPHOR/STORY:
The fox is a familiar figure in English life, and the game named for it is familiar to everyone.  Americans call it “Pass the Hot Potato.”  Canada says, “Pass the Broom.”  Other countries say, “Pass the Flower,” “Pass the Bone,” “Pass the Fish,” and so on.

DESCRIPTION:
Players sit in a circle.  The “fox” is passed rapidly from player to player.  At the clap of the hand (your hands since you are the leader), the fox is passed in the opposite direction.  Players must pass the fox as quickly and as smoothly as possible.  Whoever drops or fumbles the object must pay a forfeit, in this case, stand up and say their name and something special about them.

PROCESSING CONSIDERATIONS:
As needed.
