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Reverse Score

DESCRIPTION:
Play this with soccer, field hockey, etc.  Every time a point is scored on the other team, they get a point.  It’s a gift?  If you want to add further to the confusion, have no goalies and have the players who score switch to the “winning” team, which is the team with the most points, but actually the weakest team, because it got its points by being scored upon.

GOAL:
Have fun with challenge without competition.

MATERIALS/SUPPLIES:
Equipment for desired game, scorekeeping ability.

METAPHOR/STORY: None.

AGE:
Middle elementary +

PROCESSING CONSIDERATIONS:
Ask the group who they think won.  Discuss why the traditional concept of “winning” is so important.  Is it possible to have fun without “winners” and “losers”?
